Total surface area of the earth is

V0.0030 km 2 = 0.055 km = 55 m.

You also have 0.055 km? of water, most of which is deep
ocean. It can provide water and some food.

Your total area must provide all of your water, food and
energy. All of your waste stays in your area. You are
also responsible for the small volume of atmosphere above

your area.
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
